An agreement between Ericsson product units and Ericsson Response has been reached to 
place the support and maintenance of the system WIDER (Wireless in Disaster and 
Emergency Response) with the product owner organization within Ericsson. This will secure 
WIDERs future as emergency response unit for Ericsson Response. Wider is currently in 
use in Muzaffarabad, Pakistan and provides IT and WLAN support to the relief 
organizations. 

Wimax has been both field and lab tested in Linköping. The technology will most likely 
replace the access network used by Wider today.
